Global African Village plans to build a Health Center for the Bagishu people of eastern Uganda, who currently have very limited access to health care.  We need your help to raise funds for raw materials.

The Bagishu are in dire need of health care and health education.  Because of a history of corruption, military coups, negligence, and nepotism, Uganda’s government provides no support for health care.  To receive care, people must be able to pay and must find a way to get a hospital or clinic.  However, travel is difficult for the Bagishu.  They live at least two hours from the closest facility, in the town of Mbale, and they can travel only when unpaved roads are passable and reliable transportation is available.  
Uganda has no health insurance, and few people can afford even simple treatments.  Consequently, children die from preventable illnesses such as diarrhea and malaria.  As the number of AIDS orphans increases, health education is also urgently needed.  
With no support from the government, the Bagishu people must sustain themselves.  To make a health care center a reality, Global African Village’s Amazing Grace Campaign will raise the funds; the Bagishu people will do the rest.

Our goals:

· We plan to build a simple two-room structure: a reception room for clients and a room where health care personnel can meet clients.  
· Initially, the health center will be staffed by volunteers.  As we raise sufficient funds, we hope to have a paid medical staff.  Among the Bagishu are trained nursing students in need of work.

· Because the Bagishu have no electricity, a generator is needed to power the facility.

· The Bagishu people will be active stakeholders.  Construction and labor will be provided by local carpenters and other craftspeople.  Once the Amazing Grace Health Center is built, it will initially be staffed by trained local nurses.
